This type of maturity generally comes with age and experience.

Candidates will be contacted to inform them that they have been nominated and to invite them to participate in an information session. Nominees have the option to participate in this selection process or not.

“LET US FIND LIFE IN CHRIST”
GOOD SHEPARD – Peter preaches and the crowd asks, “What must we do?” The answer is direct: “Repent, and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for forgiveness of sins and you will receive the Holy Spirit.” Jesus tells us he is our Good Shepherd, the gate to paradise. He calls each of us to help him continue his work in the church. What will you do?
