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Dear Parishioners,

As the season of spring, and signs of new life appear all around us, there is a sense of hope and ¨newness¨ in our lives and in our ministries. Certainly the words and actions of Pope Benedict during his recent visit will continue to renew us and strengthen us in our faith journey together.

I came to Ashtabula last August to minister to the Hispanic people in the Tri-Parish area. This has been a difficult year of transition with all the changes and difficulties that that entails, but, I have found that Ashtabula is filled with faithful and faith-filled people, both Anglos and Hispanics. Obviously your faith is central to who you are, your Church and worshipping community is important to you. I feel honored to be here. 


It certainly is not my intent to introduce MORE changes to the community, but I am very happy to share with you a new approach to our outreach to Hispanics in the Tri-Parish community and throughout Ashtabula County. Before coming to Ashtabula, I ministered to Hispanic migrant workers and Hispanic families in Kentucky. There were no Spanish-speaking priests, and very few resources in the area, so the Ursuline Home Mission – an outreach ministry to the entire four county area, was developed. 

This is the approach we are proposing for the Ashtabula County area – an Ursuline Home Mission Project. Sister Shirley Ann Warner and I will be renting and living in the rectory at Mother of Sorrows. We will not be receiving a salary from the parishes, but will be supported financially through grants, and donations. Our programs will develop in collaboration with the Hispanic groups we meet throughout Ashtabula County. We assure you that we will be connected to and involved in the parishes, and that you will receive regular updates of activities through the Church bulletin, newsletters and announcements.

This summer we hope to focus on “evangelization” by visiting families, surfacing needs and extending invitations to participate in the faith community. Small groups and committees will then be formed to plan and execute the specific programs to meet these needs. Our main goal is to work toward unifying the Hispanic and Anglo population in a supportive faith community while providing leadership and many different educational opportunities among the families. Know that we are truly excited about the possibilities for the future, and for this mission project. We sincerely hope that you will consider supporting us through your prayers, your volunteer presence, and, if you are able, through your financial donations.
